These courses may be eligible for Veterans tuition assistance. Students who have served in the military also qualify 
for many services through LaGuardia’s Veterans Resource Center. Contact (718) 482-5231 or ddaza@lagcc.cuny.edu.

The CCMA is an essential member of the medical care team who assists the physician with 
procedures such as taking vital signs, preparing patients for medical procedures, and performing 
phlebotomy (blood drawing) and electrocardiography (EKG). To take the national certification 
exam for Clinical Medical Assistant, you must successfully pass all five courses in this program: 
Medical Terminology, American Heart Association CPR for Healthcare Providers with First Aid, EKG 
Technician, Phlebotomy, and CCMA Procedures. You may take the courses in any order, or you may 
take them individually, except CCMA Procedures. To register for CCMA Procedures you must first 
successfully complete either EKG Technician or Phlebotomy. 

LaGuardia’s CCMA Program currently has a 98% pass rate for students taking the National 
Healthcareer Association (NHA) CCMA exam. Attendance at an orientation session and passing an 
online reading exam are required before registration for EKG Technician and Phlebotomy and are 
recommended before beginning the 5-course CCMA series. A high school diploma or equivalency 
is a prerequisite for NHA certifications and often a requirement for jobs in the field. Program 
courses not offered this quarter will be offered in a future quarter. To apply, please visit www.

Wella Eng was dealing with serious challenges 
when she came into the Mental Health Peer 
Specialist Training Program. She had been 
incarcerated, suffered from depression, and 
had been hospitalized for mental health 

issues. During subsequent outpatient therapy, a peer counselor told Wella about 
LaGuardia’s program that was specifically geared towards training people with 
lived experience with mental health challenges to become mental health peer 
support workers. Despite some trepidation on her part, and then almost not 
getting accepted into the program due to her former incarceration, she took 
a leap of faith and jumped in. Wella thrived in the program, delving into all the 
topics (including technology training) and using her own experience and skills 

that she had developed through therapy to inform what she was learning in class. 
After recently completing an internship with Institute for Community Living, 
Wella was offered employment there as a Peer Counselor, where she says she 
uses much of the training she received through the program.

“The lasting impact that this program gave me was first getting in the door of 
an agency as an ex-convict,” says Wella. “I was denied by different agencies or 
organizations because of my background at least 3-4 times. But with the help 
of the Mental Health Peer Specialist program at LaGuardia, I prevailed and that 
helped me land this position that I now really enjoy, assisting the homeless. 
Success at last!”

- 100% (-$20 per course) if written request received 3 business days prior to 1st day of class
- 75% (-$20 per course) if written request received prior to completion of 10% of class hours
- 50% (-$20 per course) if written request received prior to completion of 20% of class hours

$20 will be deducted from refunds as shown above up to a limit of $40.
Allow 4-6 weeks to receive refunds for payment made by check or cash.
Allow 2 billing cycles for credit charges to reflect refund on monthly statements.
Credit Card/Debit Card payments are refunded back to the original card used at time
of purchase.
